Some Points of Interest About Welcome, HOME:

· Is a 501(c) 3 nonprofit corporation - which means that donations made to the program may be tax deductible

· Incorporated in Nov, 1989 for one sole - very specific - educational purpose – to design, construct, maintain a unique, interactive, wheelchair friendly design home with overnight accommodations (Bed and Breakfast)

· All programs are (and always have been) operated ENTIRELY by volunteers. The program has NO paid staff!!!

· Maintains a 10 person board of directors who meet quarterly (over lunch the first Friday of Feb. May, Aug, Nov.) to oversee the budget and general direction of the program 

· The live-in executive director (a volunteer) tends to the day-to-day requirements of the program and the B&B

· Is the ONLY program of its type - anywhere and IS NOT affiliated with any other organization, funding body, program, agency, corporation, church...

· Has hosted guests from 38 states and from 8 foreign countries - Mexico, Sweden, India, Canada, Columbia, China, Germany, South Africa

· Is supported TOTALLY by private donations - time, products, skills and dollars. The program receives no United Way, tax / government or insurance dollars...  

· To date the B&B has been occupied an average of 102 nights a year... approx 65% of our guests are individuals or families living with physical disability

· Bed & Breakfast IS open to the public - singles, tourists, business travelers and families are welcomed to enjoy our smoke free environment!

· Tours of the entire house are available - FREE of charge - by appointment 

· Walkout lower level community space is readily available for use by groups, families, and individuals. 

A BRIEF HISTORY OF Welcome, HOME

· 1991 purchased 17.8 acres of land from Portal Industries   

· 1993 volunteers created a wheelchair friendly 1/4 mile circular trail & picnic areas in the rolling woodland - which is open to the public

· Following incorporation, capital fund raising efforts continued for 8 years.  The board of directors agreed to begin construction prior to having all the money needed to complete the project. 

· Wall name plaques in the B&B wing represent a $50,000+ gift given by, or in honor of, the person named; the demonstration home wall plaques represent a minimum gift of $25,000

· May 1996 construction on the house of wheelchair friendly modifications began.  Telephone Pioneers of America, retired plumbers, Union carpenters, apprentices, friends, family, neighbors and strangers - who soon became friends  - made it happen…

· May 1, 1998 doors to the 3,650 sq ft Welcome, HOME opened to the public
